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NMMA applauds important relief measure for recreational boating

WASHINGTON, D.C., July 30, 2008—In a significant victory for therea-
tional marine industry and the American boating and angling pubbbsjdent
Bush late yesterday signed into law S. 2766, the Clean Boatingf/&&08,
protecting the more than 17 million recreational boats throughout i8e U
from unprecedented and unnecessary federal regulations. Copassees the
Clean Boating Act on July 22, 2008.

“The recreational marine industry and boaters throughout the U.S. can now r
easy and go boating without a federal or state permit, heanajtigs and ab-
surd legal jeopardy,” said Scott Gudes, NMMA vice presidentafeGiment
Relations. “We applaud President Bush and Congress forltipairtisan ef-
forts to reverse the unintended and potentially devastatinggoesces of an
overbroad federal court decision.”

Introduced by Senators Bill Nelson (D-Fla.) and Barbara BoxeZ4[if.) and
Representatives Steve LaTourette (R-Ohio) and Candicer NRiMich.), the
Clean Boating Act permanently and fully restores a commonsegstation
that excludes recreational boaters and anglers from the Clean A&tfed-
eral and state permitting system designed for land-based ididatilities,
like sewage treatment plants. Without legislative retle, Environmental Pro-
tection Agency (EPA) was set to implement new permittiegulations for
boaters by October 1, 2008.

“This is welcome news for all recreational marine mariuf&ecs across the
country,” said Thom Dammrich, NMMA president. “NMMA raised tharai

on this misguided court decision nearly two years ago, andenvirdied that
Congress and the President have prevented the bureaucratic nightmasesthat
set to become law.”

0 Radar is an acronym for RAdio Detection And Ranging. The tmasie
ciple of operation of radar is relatively simple to understandifwe
ever yelled in a canyon to create an echo.

The transmitted electromagnetic waves are reflected loackrd the ra-
dar when they meet a reflecting surface and that means atlebstin
the transmitted path and in the direction the antenna is pointed.

The radar antenna “illuminates” the target with a micravaignal,
which is then reflected and picked up by the radar’'s receiadliedcan
echo or return).

Radar “echoes” are then displayed on the radar display. A disglay
cally shows a rotating strobe with the radar (your ship) aténéer. The
rotating “beam” indicates the pointing direction of the antenna ame-the
fore, the bearing toward a target.

The electronic principle on which radar operates is very gitmlaound-
wave reflection. If you shout in the direction of a sound-reflectingcbbje

(like a rocky canyon or cave), you hear an echo. If you know the speg¢d

of sound in air, you can then estimate the distance and generaiodirec
of the object. The time required for an echo to return can be roaghly
verted to distance if the speed of sound is known (~1100’ per second).

Radar uses electromagnetic energy pulses in much the samd eay
radio-frequency energy is transmitted to and reflected fremefiecting
object. A small portion of the reflected energy returns to #uaur set.
Radar sets uses this echo and other data (antenna directiomg éétort
mine the direction and distance of the reflecting object.

The distance is determined by comparing the time differemoe the
time the signal is transmitted toward the target to the timthe echo is
returned. The round trip time is divided by two in order to obtain the¢
time the wave took to reach the target.

The angular determination of the target is determined by tieetaity
of the antenna. Directivity is the ability of the antenna to conaenthe
transmitted energy in a particular direction, like a flashliggam; the
narrower the beam, the better the bearing accuracy (ca&ésdution).
By measuring the direction in which the antenna is pointing when the
echo is received, the bearing angle from the radar to thd tardeter-

mined. The actual formula solved for an accurate solution is much mofe

complex but you get the idea.
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The True Bearing (referenced to true north) of a radar tasgbeiangle
between true north and a line pointed directly at the target.

Radar Resolution

The radar features to keep in mind when using, researching, dragurc
ing a radar system are the radar's maximum and minimunesazgd
both the range and bearing resolutions (target resolution) thesioat |
pable of providing. The maximum and minimum ranges (Rmax an
Rmin) of a radar unit are factors of the width of the radaassimitted
pulse and the number of pulses transmitted per second. Just sffice it
say that today’s marine radars provide an Rmax between 24 &ufi2 na
cal miles and an Rmin as small as 20 meters, well within equire-
ments.

The (more important) target resolution of radar is its abibtydistin-
guish between targets that are very close in either randeanng.
Range resolution is the ability of a radar system to distinduesiveen
two or more targets on the same bearing but at differentsambe de-
gree of range resolution depends mostly on the width of the trangmitt
pulse and the type and size of the target. Pulse width is the priatar
tor in range resolution with a shorter pulse providing better raesygu-
tion.

Here are a few basic anti-drowning tips:

Most people who die in aquatic accidents - boating/swimming - succun
to drowning. Most drownings result from three major factors -irtgtii
swim, effects of relatively cold water, and alcohol.

Most drownings occur 10 feet or less from safety, and roughly @@ e
of the time another person is both withessing and in a positiondoeres
the victim. Unfortunately, would-be rescuers are not aware ofldissic
signs of drowning.

These signs are:

Head back.

Mouth open, establishing an airway - but not vocalizing.
Arms doing an involuntary, above the water, breast stroke.
Head bobbing up and down, above then below the surface.

Drowning occurs rapidly and soundlessly, averaging 20 seconds in sn
children and up to a minute in adults. To the uninitiated a drowning p¢
son's surface struggle may appear to be playing, clowning ashspg
accompanied by lack of requests for help. Simply observing antingac
to the signs of drowning by basic, shore-based reaching or tlgaoesa
cues may cancel a needless tragedy.
