We heac
down, found the bay almost vacant and dropped the hook for the riest ti
While we did not sleep too wethat night, in our many other visits the anchor
has always held very well. It was Hunter Bay (L 48 27.5' N, Lo 122 51.0' W)

Hunter Bay is at the south end of Lopez Sound (see chart on pagedl®
protected from all wind except out of the northeast. The depébaut 15’ at
low tide with a mud bottom which will suck up almost any anchor. Putdb&
down and sleep well. One of the best things about the bay ihéatda with
15’ depth is huge and goes right up to the shore — we have never mathoo a
close to another boat, so you feel like it is a very privateepdad don't have to
worry about a late night “close encounter”.

A bonus about Hunter Bay is that it is very close to Lopez &adke SE side
of Lopez Island. From Lopez Pass it is a short (8 nm) run todlenePass,
making the schedule for departure time for a Deception Rads esasy to cal-
culate (60 D Street). If you are going across the Straitah dle Fuca to/from
Pt. Townsend, it is a straight shot.

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The cruising season is upon us and many of us may want to enaséana-
dian ports and that is classified as international travel angcub interna-
tional treaty. Be aware of the fact that the FCC requimas any vessel that
conducts radio communications to foreign portigst hold a valid Ship Station
License issued by the FCC. That being said, | toured the F@Sitereand fol-
lowing are the things | learned. | pass them along to you so yolhavaythe
knowledge.

An ECC ship station radio license is not required for any vessedlinay in
U.S. waters which uses a VHF marine radio, radar, LORAN, oREP&nd
which is not required to carry radio equipment. A license tesgary however
for any vessel requireh carry a marine radio, on an international voyage, or
carrying an HF single sideband radiotelephone or a marine sateliieaé

A shipboard radio station includes all the transmitting and rexeeguipment
installed aboard a ship for communications afloat. Dependingeosizk, pur-
pose, or destination of a ship, its radio station must meeticegquirements
established by law or treaty. For example, large passengergar slsips that
travel on the open sea are required by the Communicatiorenddty interna-
tional agreements to be equipped with a radio station for lotgndis radio
communications. Small passenger ships that travel along the magsbnly

need to communicate at shorter range with coast stations. Tieesramples
of "compulsory ships" because they are required or compelleddty trestat-
ute to be equipped with specified telecommunications equipment.

Smaller ships used for recreation (e.g., sailing, diving, spehinfi, fishing,
water skiing) are not required to have radio stations ledtélut they may be
so equipped by choice. These ships are known as "voluntary shigaiske
they are not required by treaty or statute to carry a radiovoluntarily fit
some of the same equipment used by compulsory ships. Generallierthi
applies to recreation or pleasure craft.

Ship stations may communicate with other ship stations or st#8ins pri-
marily for safety, and secondarily for navigation and operatieffadiency.
The FCC regulates marine communications in cooperation with.eQdast
Guard, which monitors marine distress frequencies continuously to gifgtect

and property. All users of marine radio, whether voluntary or casopyl are
responsible for observing both FCC and Coast Guard requirements.

The following are not "voluntary ships" and aeguired to carry radio and li-

cense:

1. Cargo ships over 300 gross tons navigating in the open sea;

2. Ships certified by the U.S. Coast Guard to carry more than 6 pessémg
hire in the open sea or tidewaters of the U.S.;

3. Power driven ships over 20 meters in length on navigable waterways;

4. Ships of more than 100 gross tons certified by the U.S. Coast @uard
carry at least one passenger on navigable waterways;

5. Tow boats of more than 7.8 meters in length on navigable waterways;

6. Uninspected commercial fishing industry vessels requiredritp aavHF
radio.

7. Ships required to carry an Automatic Identification Systen$)Arans-
ceiver by the U.S. Coast Guard regulations enacted pursudrd tdatri-
time Transportation Security Act of 2000.

Ships that use MF/HF single side-band radio, satellite comntigrisaor tele-

graphy must continue to be licensed by the FCC.

Ships are considered as operating domestically when they do not deel t
eign ports or do not transmit radio communications to foreign statfeaiing
in international waters is permitted, so long as finevious conditions are met.
If you travel to a foreign port (e.g., Canada, Mexico, BahamasistBNirgin
Islands), a Ship Station license is required.

Obtaining a License

If you want to obtain a license for your ship, file FCC Forms D605 with
the FCC, preferably through electronic filing. The FCC widliinthe license to
you. The license is valid for a term of ten years. Don't fai@eign and date
your application and include any applicable fees; otherwise it beilldis-
missed. FCQicense forms including applications for ship and land station
radio licenses, can now be downloaded from the FCC website at eaago¥/
formpage.html.

Radios with Digital Selective Calling (DSC) Capabilitym @ related note, if
you have a marine radio with DSC capability you must obtain a nine-digit
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maritime mobile service identity (MMSI) number and have it progned

into the unit before you transmit. Each vessel needs only on8IMimber.

Prior to obtaining an MMSI number, you will be asked to provieiéam in-

formation about your ship. It is important that you obtain an Mk8hber

because the U.S. Coast Guard uses this information to help spaech and
rescue operations.

If your vessel requires licensing by the FCC you will obtain an MMSI humbe
during the licensing application/licensing process when you file FQ@s
159 and605with the FCC.

If your vessel does not require a license you may obtain an NdW&bntact-
ing either BoatUS at www.boatus.com, Sea Tow Service Intenadtimc. at
www.4seatow.com, or MariTEL at www.maritelusa.com.

If your vessel requires licensing by the FCC after you haveingutaan
MMSI number from BoatUS, MariTEL or Sea Tow Service, that MMSn-
ber cannot be used during the application/licensing process wheffile
FCC Form 159 and 605 with the FCC.

MMSI numbers issued by other authorized entities are validfonlghip sta-
tions that do not have FCC-issued licenses. Since the UL®atidccept the
MMSI that was issued by another entity, you should not enter anytimng
FCC Form 605, Schedule B. Leave the field blank and the FCC suik igou
a new MMSI number.
